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Taxpayer, Friend of Court'
Says Action Foolish, Trivi-
al, Waste of Public Money

SAN FRANCISCO, April 15. —

Retrial of Tom Mooney on a long-
dormant murder indictment, sched-
uled to open here April 26, would
be a violation of basic principles
of law, "foolish, trivial and a waste
of public money."

This was the argument advanced
today by Attorney John O'Gara be-
fore Superior Judge Louis H. Ward,
in support of his plea that Judge
Ward vacate his recent order grant-
ing Mooney a trial on the indict-
ment, returned after the Prepared-
ness Day bombing in 1916.

Prosecutor William Murphy told
Judge Ward that all evidence and
arguments the state expects to in-
troduce at Mooney's retrial can be
offered in one afternoon. This was
the first indication that the state's
case would be prefunctory.

O'Gara explained that he ap-
peared in the capacity of a taxpay-
er and "friend of the court." He
was aided in presentation of his
case by his attorney sons, Gerald
and James O'Gara.

Leo Gallagher, counsel for the
Mooney Defense League, sat in
court with Mrs. Rcna Mooney, wife
of the convicted bomber. He was ex-
pected to resist O'Gara's plea.

"A second trial for Tom Mooney,
based on the same evidence, and
with the same witnesses whose tes-
timony originally convicted him,
would be a violation of the defend-
ant's own constitutional rights,"
O'Gara declared. "He has been once
In jeopardy. There is reason to be-
lieve that his second trial might
lead to a first degree murder ver-
dict without recommendation for
leniency, and that would mean he
must hang.

"Besides, justice has been served
In this case. A new trial would be
a travesty—foolish, trivial and a
waste jof taxpayers' money."

Despite the desperate efforts of the police and fire-
men to confuse you, the real issue in next Tuesday's
Charter Election is Economy.

AMENDMENT 5

10%. It permits the appointment of a Chief of Police from
outside the Department, Corruption, inefficiency or faction-
alism within a police department sometimes makes it necessary
and DESIRABLE to appoint an outside Chief, as was done
in Philadelphia by the appointment of General Smedley Butler.

AMENDMENT 6
Amendment 6 gives the City Council power, only by a

two-thirds vote, to increase or reduce police or fire
department salaries not more than 10% in any one year. These
salary changes will affect every man the same in the entire de-
partment. Thus it is impossible for the council to "use salary
changes to force police and firemen into politics," as claimed by
Heath Club orators. In whom, Mr. Citizen, .would you
have greater confidence as to fairness—the City
Council which you yourself elect, or the police and
firemen's political Heath Club with its $18,000 war
chest?

AMENDMENT?
Amendment 7 puts the pension system upon a contributory

basis, the men contributing 5 % of their salaries and the city the
remainder. (Now the men pay nothing). It will make retire-'
ment possible at the age of 60, thus preventing a man in excel-
lent physical condition from retiring in the prime of life to be
supported by the taxpayer for the rest of his life while he com-
petes witli private citizens in business and employment.

A former fire chief retired in 1922, at the age of 47, on a
life pension of $225 per month. The amendments will reduce
his pension by $22.50 monthly. In less than 11 years, he has
drawn $26,180.18 retirement pay and has earned a handsome
income from private business, in additiori to his pension. Amend-
ment 7 will reduce this sort of expense. .

A former assistant chief retired on life pension March 15th,
1933, and is now chairman of the campaign committee des-
perately opposing these amendments for obvious reasons. The
amendments will reduce his pension by $17.50 monthly. . He
now draws $175 per month.

"PENSION JOKERS?0

Amendment 7 also provides for repayments in full to the dis-
charged man of all his pension fund payments. As originally
written it gave the same right to the member who resigns. It
was changed at the request of the police and fire departments-
to prevent "deathbed retirements," They said then that these
"deathbed retirements" would deplete the pension fund too rap-
idly. Now they call their own action political trickery, and call
this provision a "joker."

THE REAL ISSUE
Thus the major issue is a saving of $300,000 per

year, a reduction of 12c on the city tax rate next year.
Adoption of Amendments 5, 6 and 7 will reduce taxes! The-
